ÅRegistered Crimes: Between 529,139 
and 592,604

ÅProceedings with Suspects: Ranged 
from 159,480 to 223,561

ÅContext: Period marked by the onset of 
Russian armed aggression in Donbas 
and the start of institutional reforms



THE PATH TO A HISTORIC 
LOW (2017т2021)

ÅGeneral Trend: Consistent decline in 
crime rates over the decade.
Å2020 (COVID-19): Registered 360,622 

crimes with 167,098 proceedings 
involving suspects.
Å2021 Benchmark: Reached a historic low 

of 321,443registered crimes.
ÅOutcome: Better crime prevention and 

increased institutional effectiveness.



SYSTEM EFFICIENCY

ÅIdentification Rate: The ratio of 
registered crimes to identified suspects 
remained stable between 50% and 54%

ÅConsistency: Approximately half of all 
registered offenses resulted in specific 
individuals being notified of suspicion

Å2021 Specifics: Despite the record low in 
total crimes, 172,494 suspects were 
identified, showing high procedural 
efficiency



ÅFull-scale invasion (February 2022)
abruptly disrupted pre-war trends
ÅRegistered crimes in 2022: 362,636 

criminal proceedings 

ÅCrime volume exceeded 2021 total , 
despite the war starting only in late 
February
ÅOnly 132,418 cases had identified 

suspects
ÅSuspect identification rate: ~36.5%
ÅLowest rate



KEY PATTERN IN THE 
FIRST YEAR OF WAR

ÅCriminal activity did not decline
and instead increased

ÅState and LEA capacity was 
redirected to military defence

ÅInvestigative and prosecutorial 
capacity deteriorated 
significantly

SHARP ESCALATION IN CRIMINAL

Å475,595 registered crimes
Å+31% vs. 2022, +48% vs. 2021
ÅSuspect identification rate: 39.8%

ÅInterpretation (2023):
ÅPartial recovery in suspect identification
ÅIndicates institutional adaptation by LEA
ÅHowever, absolute gap between crimes 

and investigative capacity widened



2024:
Å492,479 registered crimes
ÅIdentification rate: 39.5%
ÅContinued deterioration in overall performance

2025 (critical turning point):
Å608,191 registered crimes
ÅHighest crime level in 2013т2025 period
Å+89% vs. 2021, +24% vs. 2024
ÅSuspect identification rate: 27.3% (lowest 

observed)

Key paradox (2025):
ÅRecord-high registered criminality
ÅDecline in absolute number of identified 

suspects
ÅSevere collapse in investigative effectiveness





INVESTIGATIVE EFFICIENCY 
(2016т2021)

ÅRatio of Proceedings to Suspicion: Showed 
a consistent downward trend, signifying 
higher efficiency.
Å2016 Peak:The ratio stood at 3.71.
Å2021 Historic Low: The ratio dropped to 

1.86, the most efficient performance in the 
analyzed timeframe.
ÅEnhancement in Investigative Capacity
ÅImproved Success Rates: Law enforcement 

identified suspects in a significantly higher 
proportion of registered cases.
ÅSystemic Improvement





RURALISATION

ÅOverall trend:
ÅCriminal activity increasingly moved 

from urban to rural areas

ÅAccelerating ruralisation (2023 т2025):
Å2023: ratio fell to 2.99
Å2024: further decline to 2.35
Å2025:historic low of 1.99
ÅUrban crime now only twice as prevalent

as rural crime
ÅBreaks with decades-long four -to-one 

urban dominance







CRIMES AGAINST HUMAN 
LIFE & HEALTH

ÅPre-War Baseline (2021):Stable prosecution 
landscape with a 67% suspicion rate (22,524 
notices out of 33,657 crimes).
ÅRising Crime Volume: Recorded incidents 

skyrocketed by 154%over four years, peaking at 
85,422 in 2025.
ÅThe "Accountability Gap": As crime volume 

surged, the rate of issued notices of suspicion 
plummeted:
Å2022: 38% suspicion rate
Å2023: 36% suspicion rate
Å2024: 29% suspicion rate
Å2025: 25% suspicion rate

TORTURE
Å2013т2017 (post-Euromaidan) : relatively 

stable levels, 51т82 cases annually
Å2018 shock: sharp spike to 163 cases

(+98.8% year-on-year), marking a clear 
structural break
Å2019т2021: gradual decline, with cases 

fluctuating in the 79т140 range
Å2022 (full-scale invasion) : abrupt 

collapse to 68 cases, the lowest level in 
the entire period
Å2023т2025: partial recovery and 

stabilization at 94т124 cases, comparable 
to pre-2018 levels but well below the 
2018 peak





DOMESTIC VIOLENCE
ÅPre-war baseline (2021):
Å4,800domestic violence crimes registered
ÅReflects functioning social and household -based 

crime structure
ÅImmediate wartime decline (2022):
ÅRegistered cases fell to 3,360
ÅIndicates a temporary contraction rather than 

genuine reduction
ÅLikely explanatory factors:
ÅMass migration of potential victims to European 

countries
ÅParticipation of many potential perpetrators in 

military operations
ÅDisruption of traditional household and family 

structures
ÅErosion of reporting and detection mechanisms

during early war phase
